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The Name Bowen : 1
The surname "B 0 W E N" 1s derived from the Welch "ab Owen"- mraning
"sons of"., Early Welch surnames were represented by a list of Christian
names separated by "ap" or "ab", as"william ap Robert ap James ap Thomas".
When one of the family arrived at some umportance he would take as surname
the Christian name of his father. So that it came that "ab Owen" came
into usage. At times brothers would have different surnames.

The Bowen lineage traces back to Bleddin ap Maenerch, last British Sovereign
of Brecknock, as recorded in "Limbus Piatrum Morganiae et Glamorganiae" by

G. T. Clark, and "the Gilden Grove Book" by Hugh Thomas, Deguty Herald, 1703.
A span of 369 years lapses from the death of Bleddin in 1098 to the death of
Morgan ab Owen in 1467(founder of Court House, Glamorganshire).

Our branch of the family dates back to the Bowens of Court House, Ilston,
Glamorganshire, Wales. Dropping the "ab" in front of the Owen they became
Bowen sometime around the -year 1h4l.

A member of this family, Colonel Henry Bowen, went to Ireland with Cromwell
and settled there, This branch of the family is very ably presented by
Elizabeth Bowen in her "Bowen's Court", written during the years 1939-1941.
Several of the family settled in New Endland.

This material is assembled 1n order that you might know from whence you came,
and with whom you are related. Also that in the years to come you may keep
this record up-to-date by recording m rriages, births and deaths as they occur.

WELSH SURNAMES

Hereditary surnames in Wales are a post-sixteenth century development.

Many of the modern surnames derived from old Welsh personal-names arose in
England where they became hereditary in the fourteenth century or earlier,

long before suce surnames weere known in Wales; some, in the eastern countiés,
derive from Breton immigrants. The normal tyre of Welsh name was a patronymic:
Madog ap Jevan ap Jorwerth, 'Madoc, son of Evan, son of Yorwerth', a type which
resulted ultimately in such names as Pumfrey, Benian, Bevan, etc. In 1292,

L48% of Welsh names were partonymic of this kind ( in some parishes, over T70%)
others included nicknames, occupation-names and some local surnames. The great
majority of the surnames in the Extent of Chirk(1392-3) were of thils Patronymic
type, with occasional nicknames(Jevan Glugh, Ithel Lloit, Grono Vachann),

rare occupational -names (Madog Talllour), and a few simple personal-names
(Jevan Annwyl, Jevan Gethin), none of which are hereditary.

In later Chirk documen s these partonymics were still the normal form. In 1538
all the thirteen men of a jury had names like: John ap Madog ap Gryffyd ap Res
junior. There is evidence that a change had hegun. Edwsrd ap Richard and
Edward ap Robert point to the future preponderance of the Welsh Jones, Willia ms
and Roberts. In 1536 we find one such name already hereditary: John Edwards

son of William Edwards. It was only in the reign of Henry V11l that surnames
began to be hereditary among the gentry of Wales and the customs spread only
slowly among the common people. Even in the nineteenth centupy; ' tn Merioneth-
shire, it was still not uncommon for a man to take his father chris%ian name

as his surname:e.g.William Roberts son of Robert Williams. The three sons of



Evan Thomas and Gwen Jones were known as Howal Thomas, Hugh Evens and

Owen Jones, surnames derived (1) from father's surname, (11)from his

christian name, (1i1i) from the mother's surname. In the nineteenth century,
the frequency of Jones, Williams, etc., brought a need for further distinction
and a tendency developed to create double surnames by prefixing the neme of

a house, parish or the mother's surname, as Cynyddlan Jones, Rhondda Williams,
etc.# In the following generation a hyphen was often introduced, hence Nash=-
Williams etc.

name in the South €arolina State Archives. Inporder to complete tﬁz 32%:
a study will have to be made in the various county seats where the Bowené
resided. I have found the name as Bowin, Boln, Boen as well as Bowen.
The name 1s Welsh and all of the Bowens originally came from Wales.

I have checked the immigrant list carefull

y from 1750 on and find no names
under Bowens who came direct bto South Carolina as immigrants. All of tgz
Bowens 1in South Carolina came either from Pennsylvania down thre Virginia

and North Carolina or else came from New York S5
Water to Charleston. ork State and New England by

The Colonial Counties of South Carolina were four in number. The county

1 lines up state were indefinite and often & land grant is listed in one
county when actually 1t was in another county. Also along the N. C. 1line
many land grants are listed in N. C. when they actually were in S.C,

The first and largest of the colonial Counties was Craven which began
with the mouth of the Santee River and followed the north bank of that river
to Columbia (Congaree River until 1765 was called Santee also) and from
Columbia in a straight line to a point where Pickens and Greenville County
now join. (Craven was supposed to have followed up the Broad River but did
NOsiaisre » ... The second county was Berkeley and began with the present county
of Charleston and followed the south bank of the Santee to where Columbia
now is and then in a straight line along Craven to the N. C. line.. from
there Berkeley was supposed to follow the Saluda River on the west side to
the head of Lake Murry and then across to the Edisto River and down that
river to the Atlantic.... The third Colonial County was Colleton and began
with the present county by that name and followed up along west side of
Berkeley to the N. C. line, but it actually ended somewhere above the
present town of Ninety Six in Greenwood County. The west side of Colleton
followed the east side of Granville.... Granville was the fourth county
and began with the present counties of Jasper and of Beaufort and was a
narrow county. On the east it followed along the west side of Colleton
and Berkeley to N. C. and from N.C. it followed on the west along the east
bank of the Ssvannah River to the Atlantic.

Except where land was glven in payment for some sort of service or in

. payment for fetching in colonists, the land was allotted according to the
number in the family(Certain years the English Crown gave 50a to the head
of the family, 50a to his wife and 50a for each dependant under age 16)
and except for certain years a man was allowed 100a for himself 50a for his
wifeand 50a additional for each dependent under 15 years. A single man or
woman nearing the age of 16 or over 16 was allowed 100a for himself or her-
self save for the years when the 1limit was S0a. No married womas unless
a widow was allowed a lard grant.

Often a man could not find any free land in the particular location where
he wanted to settle, he would then buy land. When other children were born
in the family, additional 50a was allowed and often marked "Increase in
Family"

M After the Revolution, the laws in #2 were done away with and a man or woman
could take all the free land he could fine available within a reasonable
limit.

The land
limit was 50a when he took his surwey and this indicates he had himself,
a wife, and two children under the age of 16.

6c No Memorial Land Tax return was made on these 200a of land... This
Thomas Bowen may have died, he may have sold the land and 1t was returned
be the then present owner, or else his tax return may be in the one book of
returns which is not available.

7 This same THOMAS BOWEN and"increasein Family" had a plat surveyed for
himself 9 Mar. 1749 by James Gillispie for 100a in the Welsh Tract and
between the Big and Little Pee Dee Rivers and by the lands of Thomas Bowen
and vacant land.... Thomas Bowen did not take thislOOa for himself but had
it certified for Walter Downs by an% order dated 3 July 1753....

Walter Downs also came in from Pennsylvania and was a leader in the old
Welsh Neck Baptist Ch urch which was organized by a body of Welsh people
who had removed to S. C. from Pennsylvanlia in that county which is now a
part of the state of Delaware... I have made a recent study of the Downs
family and have some data on Downs, many of whom came to the present counties
of Richland, Sumter and Kershaw. In looking over my notes, Thogmas Bowen
seems to have perhaps been a son in law of some of these Downs.

8 RICHRRD BOWEN, a plat for 200a of land surveyed 15 Dec. 1759 by Samuel
Wyly for Richard Bowen and said 200a land on Grannies Quarter on Flat Rock
Creek of the Bateree River(present Kershaw Co.) and all sides vacant at time

of the sufvey.... I was unable to find smny lend grant for this 200a tract
surveyed for Rivhard Bowen.

9 John Bowen, a plat for 100a on west side of the Enoree River on a creek
called Durbin and surveyed by John Winn order of waranty issuew™ for John
Bowen 23 Dec. 1766 and surveyed by John Caldwell 1 Jan.1767.

The State of S.C. pald its men for
service and all claims for provisions up until July 1779... after that date
mo money was available for payment of claims. In 1782/83 and act was passed
to pay all claims which were proved with Indents which bore interest. These
were a sort of script money and had to be collected in Charleston until 1788
when the capital was removed to Columbia. The men often sold the claims, other
kept them and collected the interest as it fell due and later the Indent. d&%e
Often they would send these by kinsmen or neighbors to Charleston for collection
hence pay particular attention to whom the indent was made payable to.

S.C. S.C.Agency
He died 5 Nov. 1837/37. He gives a 1list of his children and their birth dates
as well as his marriage. I will give these later on,... Yhis Benjamin Bowen is
not the same Benjamin #27 However both reaided in Pendleton Dist.

Clayton- Robertson Famlly;;; Robertson also tells of hov the Bowens settled

first in Pennsylbania and then to the Great Valley of Virginia 1n Augusta Countye.
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His branch came to the eastern area of N. C. before they came to 0ld Pendleton
They lived in eastern N. C. on the Great Pee Dee River... He tells of the old
letters dating back to before the Revolution ( for he states the Bowens always
were great to save all the letters) and of his reading them...

his Bowen Family settled on Wolf Creek where they became prosperous farmers.
These Bowens of his family were great Baptists and leaders in that church.
